The Australian Maritime Safety Authority in Canberra believes that the
owner/skipper Bruce Guy suffered a heart attack when the yacht was rolfed
in heavy seas, and that crew member Phil Skeggs, also from Launceston,
drowned in his safety harness.

The seven remaining crew were winched to safety this morning by helicopter
and taken to Mallacoota in Victoria.

Bruce Guy and his yacht, a Farr 40 built in New Zealand, were successful in

winning the Tasmanian Three Peaks Race at Easter this year, which N
prompted the owner to enter this year's Telstra Sydney to Hobart Yacht ™
